Santiago Santiago de Compostela € a capital de Galicia e
Lo atopase situada aproximadamente no centro do
seu territorio.

O nacemento de Santiago de Compostela e o
seu desenvolvemento como nucleo urbano esta
ligado polo feito, en parte histérico, en parte mitico-relixioso,

do descubrimento do sartego do Apéstolo Santiago e o culto
subseguinte creado ao seu redor.

O monumento por antonomasia da cidade é a sUa catedral.

De estrutura romanica, atépase moi modificada por reformas
posteriores, especialmente barrocas e neoclasicas. O Portico
da Gloria, a fachada das Praterias e a do Obradoiro sobrancean
dentro do conxunto, asi como as prazas que a rodean.

0 pazo de Xelmirez; os mosteiros de San Martifio Pinario e San
Paio de Antealtares; os conventos de San Francisco, Santa Clara,
a Nosa Sefiora das Mercedes e San Domingos de Bonaval (con
dous museos no seu interior); os colexios de Fonseca e de San
Xerome (este Ultimo, actual sede da reitoria da Universidade

de Santiago de Compostela); e o Hospital Real, hoxe hotel,
construido para atencién dos peregrinos que acudian a
Compostela.

A disposicion medieval da zona vella esta ainda ben
diferenciada da zona moderna, que se estendeu na segunda
metade do século XX. Arredor dela existe na actualidade un bo
namero de parques e zonas de recreo.

Santiago de Compostela tamén é cofiecida pola sta
universidade, que conta con mais de 500 anos de antigtidade.
As suias facultades acollen a méis de 20.000 estudantes e
estan repartidas en tres campus: 0 campus histérico (con varias
facultades na zona vella), o0 campus Norte e o campus Sur,
situados estes en dous extremos da cidade, pero integrados
nela.

Santiago de Compostela esta ben comunicada co resto de
Galicia, tanto por estrada coma por ferrocarril. As praias mais
préximas atdpanse a uns trinta minutos en automaébil.

Viaxe e Santiago de Compostela ten un aeroporto

The language Galician is the native language of Galicia,
and the a country in the northwest of the Iberian
country Peninsula. Galician is spoken in the four
provinces which compose the autonomous
region of Galicia, and in the neighbouring areas
of Asturias, Ledn and Zamora. About 2 million of the nearly 3
million Galician inhabitants usually speak Galician, as well as
nearly 1 million emigrants scattered throughout Western Europe,
the USA and South America. Spanish is also spoken in Galicia,
especially in towns. Spanish was gradually introduced over the
centuries, and it was favoured by its official status and social
prestige. Currently, both languages are familiar to the great
majority of the population, and the normalisation of Galician is
at a well advanced stage.

Galician - Galician is the official language of the
Autonomous Community of Galicia from 1981,
along with Spanish.

Santiago de Compostela is the capital of Galicia,
and is located approximately in the centre of its
territory.
The emergence of Santiago de Compostela and
its development as a town is connected with the
discovery, half historical, half mythical-religious, of the tomb of
St. James and its subsequent cult.
The most important building from an architectural point of
view is the Cathedral. Though Romanesque in structure, it
received major additions over the centuries, chiefly Baroque
and Neoclassical. Some of its most striking components are
the Pértico da Gloria, the South door leading onto the Praza
das Praterias, and the West face, the Obradoiro. The squares
surrounding the building are also worthy of note.
Other important buildings in the old town include the Pazo de
Xelmirez; the monasteries of San Martifio Pinario and San Paio
de Antealtares; the convents of San Francisco, Santa Clara
and A Nosa Sefiora das Mercedes; the former convent of San
Domingos de Bonaval, which now boasts two museums; the
colleges of Fonseca and San Xerome (the latter now houses the
central administrative services of the University of Santiago); and
the Hospital Real, which has become a hotel, although it was
originally built to attend to the pilgrims who flocked to Santiago.
The medieval layout of the old town is clearly distinct from
the new areas of the city, which extended in the second half
of the XX century. Around the city there are many parks and
recreational areas.
Santiago de Compostela is also known for its university, which
is more than 500 years old. Its colleges receive more than
20000 students, and are spread over three campuses: the
historic campus (with several colleges in the old town), the North
Campus and South Campus, located at two ends of the city, but
well integrated in it.
Santiago is well connected with the rest of Galicia by road and
rail. The nearest beaches are a 30-minute drive away.

Santiago de Compostela has an international
Airport, situated about 10 km from the city
centre. In addition, it has a bus and a railway
station that link the city with various parts of
Spain and Portugal.
Since Santiago de Compostela is a tourist destination that
receives thousands of visitors each year, a wide range of hotels
and restaurants are available.

Courses are open to anyone outside Galicia

over 18 years old. To register, you must send

an e-mail to the Course Secretary with your

inscription card duly covered, curriculum vitae,

a reference letter of a teacher at your University
and any other merit deemed of interest.

The term for the reception of inscriptions by the Course
Secretary ends on April 30.

Pre-registration will be formalized when the applicant receives
an email as acknowledgment of receipt.

Courses are divided in three levels: elementary, intermediate
and superior

— Elementary level: Induction course for those who wish

to start learning Galician. The students at this level will be
probably divided into two groups depending on their degree of
understanding of Galician by means of a level test.

— Intermediate level, for those students who have already
completed the elementary course or demonstrate a basic
knowledge of the language by means of a level test.

— Advanced course of Galician linguistics and literature, for
those students who have previously attended the intermediate
course or show a good knowledge of the Galician language.



The organization of the course offers:

-50 scholarships of 350 euro which include the

exemption of registration fees.

-10 scholarships for exemption of the
registration fee without any further economic retribution.
Criteria for granting:

1 Provenance of a Galician centre.

2 Assistance in previous years with good results.

3 Curriculum vitae and interests highlighted in the reference
letter.

4 Geographical criteria in search of a balance between
countries, universities and centres.

The scholarships will be assigned once the

period of inscription is complete. The results will

be communicated to applicants by e-mail before

May 15 and a new term will be established

to accept or reject the scholarship. In case of
withdrawal, substitute applicants will benefit from the available
scholarships.
Those students who have not applied for a scholarship or who
were not granted one will also receive an e-mail notification, if
accepted on the course, with the deadline to deposit 50 euro as
a reservation fee. The total inscription fee amounts to 150 euro,
which covers all lessons, visits, certificates, etc. The remaining
100 euro must be paid before June 30.
